DETAILED ITINERARY

Day 1 Calgary to Banff
Leave the Stampede City of Calgary on the express service to Banff, where you’ll arrive to a picturesque resort town surrounded by
the Rocky Mountains.

Keep your eyes peeled for deer, elk, and bighorn sheep on this morning tour of Banff. Scenic highlights include Fairmont Banff
Springs, Bow Falls, Surprise Corner Lookout, the Hoodoos Viewpoint & Lake Minnewanka. Then soar up to the summit of Sulphur
Mountain on the Banff Gondola for 360-degree views over Banff.

Warm up with hot chocolate and a uniquely Canadian
maple taffy treat!

Explore the icy wonderland of Johnston Canyon with expert guides fitting you with ice-walking gear. Marvel at the stunning Lower
Falls, then venture to the Upper Falls, where ice climbers scale frozen towers. En route, discover hidden gems along the Bow
Valley Parkway, stopping at exclusive viewpoints for breathtaking, camera-worthy scenery.

Experience the thrill of Winter Electric Fat Biking in Banff! Ride effortlessly through snow-covered trails with powerful e-fat bikes,
soaking in breathtaking mountain views.
